Starting nowΣ ŀƭƭ ƻŦ ²ŀǎƘƛƴƎǘƻƴΩǎ ǇǊƻǾƛŘŜǊǎ ƻŦ skilled nursing facility and assisted living 
community services will have the ability to easily and instantly communicate with their 
elected officals at both the state and national levels.  WHCA is making this e-mail 
advocacy service available at no cost to all WHCA members and non-members alike.   
 
State and Federal budget shortfalls are limiting the fiscal resources available for the 
provision of skilled nursing and assisted living facility services, and this trend is likely to 
continue for the foreseeable future.  These funding reductions undermine our ability to 
provide qualtiy care to the frail and elderly we serve. 
 
As long-term care professionals, we share common goals and are to varying degrees, 
dependent upon the fiscal resources of the state and federal governments.  In order to 
ensure that these funds continue to be available, we must be united in our advocacy on 
behalf of those we serve.  We must also have the tools available to effectively 
communicate with our elected officials at both the state and national levels. 
 
We can influence public policy decisions that impact the funding of long-term care.  We 
can do this by educating our elected officials by providing them with timely and accurate 
information that can be used to make informed policy decisions.  Today, the most 
efficient and practical way to communicate with our policy makers is through e-mail.   
 
Our shared message is simple:  facility/community-based services provide clients with 
cost-effective quality care in a safe and secure environment.  For the payers of our 
services ς notably Medicaid and Medicare ς these services represent a budgetary value.  
And we must educate legislators and other policy makers about the financial value of 
skilled nursing and assisted living community care.
